	Australian Bouldering Grants


Guidelines for Applicants

1 Introduction
The AustralianBouldering.Com Australian Bouldering Grants Program funds projects that;

· promote bouldering in Australia,
· promote bouldering by Australians, or,

· enhance opportunities for bouldering in Australia.

Hopefully in this first round of funding in excess of $5,000 will be dispersed at a maximum amount of $500 per applicant and 50% of the project budget. 
2 Funding criteria

We fund projects that meet the following criteria:
· Promote bouldering in Australia whether by Australians or foreigners.
· Promote bouldering by Australians whether in Australia or overseas.
· Enhance opportunities for bouldering in Australia. 

· Are supported by the bouldering community. 

· Respect the impacts on natural and cultural resources within the bouldering environment. 

· Incorporate a degree of volunteer labour and/or in-kind contributions. 

· Utilise your own and/or matching funds to support the project. (This shall be at least 50%) 

· Project area is within Australia (not necessarily undertaken by Australian residents) or project area is overseas (must be undertaken by Australian residents).
3 Grant Funding Levels
In this first round, AustralianBouldering.Com expects to allocate over $5,000 to the successful applicants capped at $500 per application and 50% of the project budget.  However, the average allocation is likely to be less than $200 to ensure we support as many of the applicants as possible.  Only the highest quality (and budget) applicants would/could receive the maximum amount of $500.
4 Who can apply?

We welcome applications from the following:
· Individuals
· Local non-profit climbing groups or organizations. 

5 Suggested grant applications (in no particular order):

Competition participation
- Towards transport, accommodation, entry fees etc for local, interstate and overseas bouldering competitions.
Film financing
- Towards production, marketing and distribution costs.
Article financing
- Towards research and production of published bouldering articles.
Area clean-up
- Towards equipment hire costs for trail maintenance, rubbish removal, chalk removal etc.
New area development
- Towards transport, accommodation etc to develop a non-local bouldering destination.
Road/Overseas trip
- Towards transport, accommodation etc to boulder “ambassadorially” interstate or overseas.
Home woodie
- Towards construction and fit-out etc of a home woodie if you’re not near a gym or bouldering area.
Other ?... We are pretty much open to funding anything that matches the above funding criteria and would like to hear about your proposal so send it in.
6 Grant recipient conditions

Prior to the release of funds all grant recipients shall agree in writing to:
A. Submit a project report within 90 days of completion of the project. This should be 2-3 pages, and should include:
i. A summary of expenditure of funds (< 1 page).
ii. A 2-3 page report on the project for publication on the web site and in the quarterly newsletter.
iii. Photos (maximum 3) showing the applicant(s) undertaking the project to be used in conjunction with the project summary on our web site and in the quarterly newsletter.
iv. Any copies of local newspaper/magazine coverage.
B. Slide-show or similar

Within 90 days of completion of the project host a slide-show or similar with any proceeds going to the Australian Bouldering Grants Program.
C. Return any unused funds
If the project is not completed within the agreed time frame, or is completed at less than budgeted all unused funds shall be returned immediately to AustralianBouldering.Com. Any remaining funds at the end of the project must also be returned.
D. Provide AustralianBouldering.Com Grants Program recognition
All projects must acknowledge the AustralianBouldering.Com Grants Program by inclusion of the AB.C and blocman logos on any signage, publicity, outreach or published materials and or the following wording shall be included "This project is/was supported/funded by the AustralianBouldering.Com Grants Program".
Sample signage is available from the office. The AB.C and blocman logos can be supplied as an electronic file attached to e-mail. 
7 When to apply

Grant applications will hopefully be reviewed and awarded several times per year but the deadline for the first round of applications is the 31st of October 2002. 
8 How to apply — Layout and submission

A. Project suitability
Review AustralianBouldering.Com Australian Bouldering Grants “Guidelines for Applicants” and assess whether your project is compatible with AustralianBouldering.Com’s criteria.  AustralianBouldering.Com encourages applicants to email them on grants@australianbouldering.com at the earliest stage to discuss their ideas with the Grants Program Coordinator to ensure that your proposal meets our grant award criteria before submission. 
B. Application lay out
Prepare your application in the format requested with the information laid out in the order listed in paragraph D. below. Ideally this should not be longer than 2 pages. Supplemental information such as maps or photos can also be included.
C. Submit application by deadline date
Applications are only accepted electronically as ASCII or HTML formatted e-mail or word files attached to e-mail.  If supplementary information is included it must be sent electronically also. Applicants will receive acknowledgement by e-mail.
